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WTBA BOARD MEETING MINUTES
June 2, 2009 – The Crowne Plaza, Madison

Call to Order.  President Jeff Parisi called the meeting to order at 11 a.m.  All board members were present except Bill Kennedy, Joe Larson and John Bettinger.  Also in attendance were WTBA staff Pat Goss, Tom Walker, Karen Brown, Kevin Traas and Matt Grove.

March Minutes.  A motion by Tim Michels, seconded by Peter James, to approve the March 31, 2009, board minutes passed.
Antitrust.  Pat Goss summarized WTBA’s antitrust policy.
State budget.  Staff summarized the 2009-11 transportation budget as approved by the Joint Finance Committee and discussed legislative and public relations efforts for the remainder of the process.  The proposed assessment on oil company gross receipts, the source of increased funding for the highway program in the committee’s budget, will likely be modified in the Legislature.  A draft of a new radio ad was previewed.  Discussion followed on revamping WTBA’s web site.
Construction issues.  Matt Grove requested feedback on the latest draft of WisDOT’s construction delivery core principles.  WTBA has objected to several positions that create unmanageable risk, such as WisDOT’s reluctance to have owner representatives on site to approve work as it takes place.  Discussion on a draft of ASP-4 relating to payments to subcontractors, with a request to clarify that payment can be withheld if a subcontractor has not submitted required paperwork (in addition to substandard work).  An additional stimulus letting is scheduled for July 28.

Events update.  Key West and Naples, Fla., are being explored as sites for the 2011 convention.
Environmental update.  Tom Walker encouraged contractors to participate in a voluntary DNR diesel emissions reductions program as a way to avoid mandatory emissions reductions program.  WTBA and AGC Wisconsin will sponsor a seminar on the event for equipment dealers.
Federal update.  Staff provided an update on ARTBA’s Federal Issues Program and outlined the many challenges facing the Highway Trust Fund and the prospects for a new reauthorization bill by Oct. 1, 2009.
New member.  A motion by Mike Hanson, seconded by Tim Michels, to accept AZZ Galvanizing as a new Associate member was approved.
Old business.  A WTBA membership meeting will be held before the July 16 golf outing to consider a proposed modification in WTBA’s assessment structure and the elimination of assessments on Local Road Improvement Program work.  The August board meeting will be held on Aug. 12 rather than Aug. 4.

New business.  Tim Jones requested clarification on job reporting requirements for federal stimulus projects.

Adjourn.  A motion by Mike LaLonde, seconded by Kevin Gannon, to adjourn was approved at 3:30 p.m.
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
